° Place all dead disease-free plants and vegetable scraps in the compost
No Chemical Pest Killers or Non-organic Fertilizers eg Miracle Gro
e  Resources about organic fertilizers and pest control can be found online or at the local
public library. However, fellow gardeners are often the best resource
Conserve Water
) Use mulches, such as hay, wood chips, and compost, whenever possible
° Pay attention while filling your watering can and remember to turn off the water source
e  Hoses may not be left unattended at any time
e  Sprinklers and underground water systems are not permitted

e  Keep the gates open while in the garden and actively invite curious community
members to come explore and answer inquiries about how to join
e  Lock the gates when you leave the garden
